Abstract

The long-range social and economic impacts caused by the Kanto Earthquake
(1923) were investigated using various kinds of statistics.

It was concluded that the long-range impacts caused by the Kanto Earthquake
were unexpectedly small, although the short-range impacts were large, cspecially on
the clearing of cheques and bills and on stock exchange transactions.

Discounted bills and fereign trade imbalance were two big problems caused by the
earthquake, but even these problems were mild compared to the large and important
cconomic incidents such as the gold embargo, the postwar panic after World War I,
the Bank panic, the Financial panic, the World panic, ete.

The impacts on industrial production, transportation and communications by the
carthquake can’t be determined from the annual statistics. Wholesale and retail
prices of various goods returned to the level of the pre-earthquake period in only one
or two years. The impacts of the Financial and World panic cte. on these factors
were larger than the impact of the Kanto Earthquake.

It may be said that the long-range social and economic impacts caused by a
forthcoming severe earthquake in the South-Kanto area mill be small as compared to
the economic fluctuations to be eaused by interactions of various economic and politi-
cal factors,
